RULES FOR STYLING ARTICLES IN THE JOURNAL

Newsletter of Science and Education of the North-West of Russia
The design of articles should meet the international Scopus and Web of Science database requirements.

An article submitted to the journal should be performed STRICTLY according to the header and footer template (attached).
An article is made out by replacing the text in the template with your own article text.
The article should meet the requirements as follows:
· volume - at least 4 pages;

· abstract - at least 50 words (in Russian and English);

· keywords - 3-5 words and phrases (in Russian and English);

· references - at least 5 sources (in the original language and transliteration for Russian-language sources).
Articles and accompanying documents should be sent electronically (in the form of files) at van-old@mail.ru.

An article submitted to the editors IS THE FINAL VERSION, any changes and additions can be made only if the article is returned to the author for revision.
An author alone or in co-authorship can submit no more than one article to an issue. Articles are published in Russian or English.
The author’s fee for the publication of an article is not paid.
Materials should be formatted with Microsoft Office 2003-2007 tools (text file extension *.doc). The text of an article, research papers, keywords and information about the author(s) are placed in one file, which should be named with the first author’s surname (for example, Petrov.doc).

All submitted articles are checked by the Anti-Plagiarism system; the original text should be at least 80%. In some cases (for example, in a review paper), the specified limit may be exceeded in agreement with the editors.
Submission of an article to the editors of the journal means the author’s confirmation that the article does not contain any restricted access information subject to export control (in accordance with federal laws No. 5485-1 FZ ‘State Secrets’, No. 149-FZ ‘Information, Information Technologies and Information Protection’, No. 183-FZ ‘Export Control’ and the List of Information Classified as State Secrets approved by decree of the President of the Russian Federation No. 151-rp ‘List of Information Prohibited for Publication’), and may be published in the open press.
Components of an article and sequence of components
1. An index according to the Universal Decimal Classification (UDC) is placed in the upper left corner without indentation.
2. One interval in the centre - the title of the article (in capital letters, size 12, bold).
3. One interval in the centre - initials and surname(s) of the author(s) (point size 12, normal).
4. One interval in the centre - the title of the article in English (in capital letters, size 12, bold).
5. One interval in the centre - the initials and surname(s) of the author(s) in English (size 12, normal).
6. Double-spaced, indented Tab. 1.27 - abstract (point size 12, normal).
7. New line indented Tab. 1.27 - keywords (point size 12, italics).
8. Double-spaced, indented Tab. 1.27 - abstract in English - translation of the abstract in Russian (point size 12, normal).
9. New line indented Tab. 1.27 - keywords in English (size 12, italics).

10. After two intervals with an indent - the article text (point size 12), which includes the required structural elements:
●  Introduction (problem state, research problem);

●  Main part – no title is included in the text. It is recommended to divide the main part into sections with titles reflecting their content: problem statement, research methods, mathematical model, discussion of results etc.
●  Conclusion (findings).

11. Two intervals after the text of the article in the centre - REFERENCES in Russian (see Design Requirements for the List of References).
The list should contain all the works cited and mentioned in the text. The list includes only those works to which the author refers in the text. Sources in the List of References are numbered and arranged in the order they are mentioned in the text (in the order of citation).

References to all sources given in the List in the text of the article are enclosed in square brackets, for example: [2], [4-7], [1, 18, 25].

If the text contains a link to a specific fragment of the text of the document (for example, a direct quote enclosed in quotation marks), then the page, on which this quote is in the cited source, should be indicated, for example: [7, p. 28].

No links to unpublished works or works, which are in the press, are allowed. Exceptions are defended theses.

It is not recommended to provide links to any regulatory documents if they are not the subject of research. Such documents should be cited in the main text.
12. One interval after the text of the article in the centre - REFERENCES transliteration of the List of References (see the Design Requirements for the List of References).
13. Two intervals in the centre - INFORMATION ABOUT THE AUTHOR (AUTHORS).
The following information is given through an interval in the centre: full name of the author (in italics), place of work, academic degree, academic title, position, membership in public scientific academies, e-mail (for all data, size 12). Through the interval in the centre, the information is duplicated in English (full name of the author in italics, for all data, size 12), etc. for all authors.

Further, the correspondent postal address and phone number to get in touch with the authors of the article are placed in two intervals (it is possible one per article).

Manuscript preparation rules
● to design a manuscript, you should use a template with headers and footers;

● page format: A4; orientation: portrait;

● text alignment is across the width;

● top margins – 2.5; left, right, bottom - 2 cm;

● font: Times New Roman;

● size – 12 (for tables the size 11 is possible);

● indented paragraph Tab. 1.27;

● line spacing - single;

It is not allowed to apply styles when forming text; make changes in the template or create your own to form the text; put spaces before punctuation marks; apply any word discharges;

It is necessary to separate words within a paragraph with one space; type text without forced hyphenation; set automatic hyphenation (path: menu SERVICE ^ submenu LANGUAGE ^ item HYPHENATION ^ check the box ‘automatic hyphenation’).

Parentheses in formulas and text should be used in the following order - first round brackets   

( ), then square brackets [ ], then curly brackets {}: { [ ( ) ] }.
For example: 
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Quotation marks: external, also for English words, should look like «….»; internal "….".
For example: «… word "word" word».

A table, depending on its size, is placed under the text, in which it is first referred to, or on the next page. It is allowed to place a table on several pages, while numbering the columns and rows of the first part of the table with Arabic numerals. The word ‘Table’ is indicated once to the left above the first part of the table, followed by the name of the table; above other parts they write: ‘Table continued’, indicating the number of the table. A table should be inserted automatically (via ‘Table: Add Table’). Tables can be printed in 12 or 11 font.

Padding before the line with the name of the table and after the table - 1 interval.

In the headings of the table, you can use generally accepted abbreviations (for example, y - year, p - pages, thou., mill., bill., RUB) and units of measurement of physical and mathematical quantities approved in SI. If other systems of units are used, this should be specified separately. The padding before the line with the name of the table and after the table is 1 interval.

Figures. Colour and black-and-white clear drawings made by means of computer graphics or scanned are allowed. Figures typed in Word (insert → shapes) are not allowed.

If an article has any figures created with the drawing toolbar of MS Word, it may provide the basis for rejecting your article!
All figures should be numbered (Figure 1, Figure 2 etc.) and have captions. Figure number and figure caption are placed under the figure. All symbols in the figure should correspond to the symbols in the text. Photographs should be taken with good contrast print negatives. References to all figures in the text are required. The width of a figure should not exceed the width of the typing strip. No dot at the end of the caption is put.

The padding before a figure and after the caption is 1 interval.

Figures with captions are recommended to be inserted into the text through tables with non-printing borders.

If figures show any coordinate axes, then it is necessary to indicate their name and units of measurement (usually in SI); indicate numerical values on them.
If an article has one figure or one table, they are not numbered.

Formulas. All formulas are typed in the formula editor Microsoft Equation 3.0 and numbered; they should be referenced in the text in parentheses.

Formulas are taken out on a separate line after the link, indented two Tabs. The formula number is entered in parentheses and right-aligned.

The padding before and after the line with the formula in this case is 1 interval.

Formulas are recommended to be inserted into the text through tables with non-printable borders
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where 
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 – empirical factor; 
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 – empirical factor; 
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 – variable.

When typing formulas, it is recommended to use the following font sizes: main - 12; large index - 8; small index - 7; large symbol - 14; small symbol - 11. Font Times New Roman.
For a set of mathematical formulas, letters of the Latin alphabet (light italic), Greek alphabet (light direct font) and Gothic font (light direct) are used. The indices of the formulas, indicated by the letters of the Latin alphabet, are typed in italics (mi - the mass of the i-th element), and those indicated by the letters of the Russian alphabet - in plain type (Vpos - landing speed). Abbreviations for physical quantities and units of measurement (kW, F/m, W/m) - light lines without dots.
Numbers and fractions in formulas should be typed in light roman type. Some mathematical notation is also typed in a straight font (sin, tg; max, min; const; log, det, exp, etc.). Vector quantities should be denoted in bold italics, not a line on a symbol.
A line break in formulas is allowed to be done first of all on the signs (=, », <, >, etc.), secondly - on the signs of addition and subtraction (+, -), lastly - on the multiplication sign in the form of an oblique cross (×). It is not allowed wrap lines on the division sign. The mathematical sign on which the formula breaks during the transfer must be repeated at the beginning of the second line. When making line breaks with formulas, it is impossible to separate the expressions contained under the sign of the integral, logarithm, sum, product, from the signs themselves.
Small formulas, that do not have any independent meaning, are typed inside lines of text.

The most important formulas, all numbered formulas, as well as long and cumbersome formulas containing summation signs, products, are typed in separate lines.

Division is recommended to be written as a/b. Separate elements of mathematical formulas rendered in the text are typed according to the above rules.

Chemical symbols (Ag, Cu) are typed in roman type.

Physical quantity measurement units should be given in the international SI system in accordance with GOST 8.417-2002. GSI. Units of values.

All abbreviations in the text should be deciphered. Only generally accepted abbreviations for the names of measures, physical, chemical and mathematical quantities are allowed.

Abstract preparation
The abstract should be complete and informative, without any general words, reflect the content of the article and the results of research. Thus, the abstract makes it possible for you to decide whether to refer to the full text of the article. Unnecessary introductory phrases, for example, ‘the author of the article is considering ...’ should be avoided. Historical references, if they do not constitute the main content of the document, descriptions of previously published works and well-known provisions are not given in the abstract. In the text of the abstract, significant words from the text of the article should be used, syntactic constructions typical of the language of scientific and technical documents should be used, while complex grammatical constructions should be avoided.
The editors of the journal reserve the right to make abbreviations and editorial changes to the manuscript. Articles, that do not meet the above requirements, may be returned to the author(s) for revision.
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
